When plans for the Magpie Creek Junction on the Blyth to Gladstone railway extension and the Snowtown 
extension were released the trustees of the property of the late George Brinkworth had Part Section 392, 

Hundred of Hart, subdivided into a township on 10th November 1892.  The next day the original 37 Brinkworth 
township allotments were offered for sale.  It is not known how many of these were purchased on the day but 

it was from these 37 allotments that the township of Brinkworth was born.
